Commentary

This sample demonstrates excellence in interpersonal speaking. The student fully addresses and
completes the task with thorough treatment of all the conversation prompts. The responses are very well
organized and cohesive, with accurate social references, such as “en fin, es una ocasién Unica y son unos
privilegiados . . porque, a ver, aprender espanol en Costa Rica no tiene precio.” Vocabulary is rich and used
with precision. There is a high level of fluency and excellent pronunciation, and the register is appropriate
throughout. This student sustains a high level of performance.

Commentary

This sample demonstrates competence in interpersonal speaking. The student adequately addresses and
completes the task with mostly relevant treatment of the thread of the conversation. The student responds
adequately to most of the prompts but answers prompt one with “Buenos dias” after the speaker starts
with the greeting “Buenas tardes.” Responses are organized and cohesive. The student maintains control
of simple structures with few errors: “yo me gusta,” “yo vi ah mucha de la cultura y mucha de del medio
ambiente.” The thread of the conversation can be followed even though the vocabulary is somewhat
limited, and there are errors in the use of simple structures. There is some hesitancy, but the register is
generally appropriate.

Commentary

This sample clearly demonstrates lack of competence in interpersonal communication. The student
struggles to complete the task and responds inappropriately to most parts of the conversation. Responses
are minimal and are not complete because of hesitancy and the lack of language resources to fully
participate in the conversation: “Es importante porque las personas es el solo cada para intendier mucho
de la el pies y creo que es necesario para aprender un lengua como espariol.” There is interference from
English: “interactar,” “estudié in,” “in las ciudades,” “para intendier.” Fluency is minimal, and expression is
labored. The sample contains errors in the use of many structures: “Creo que los estudiantes necesitan
muchas ahh . . papeles y lapices porque necesitas escribir mucho y un diccionario también, si.”
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
